Many people open their superannuation

Most Australian workers can now choose
their own super fund instead of having to
accept the fund chosen by their employer.
If you don’t make an active choice, your
super contributions will likely go to the
default fund that your employer uses.

There are numerous types of super funds
ranging from Approved Deposit Funds, to
Industry Funds, to Non-industry funds to

Self-Managed Super Funds.

A growing trend that we are seeing is the
use of a Non-industry Fund with a wide
range of investment options which is
managed by both an adviser and the client.
This method has given the client an element
of control, peace of mind and provides
them with options to invest in direct shares
or even fixed term deposits within their
superannuation.
